Dear Parishioners,

When | first started to think seriously about becoming
Catholic, | remember having a lot of anxiety about
making my first confession. | very much wanted to
receive the Eucharist, but | was not at all ready to sit
down and tell someone all my sins. On top of that, |
was almost 39 at the time, so | had a lot of years to
cover! It seemed overwhelming.

If you haven’'t been to confession in a while, maybe
you have similar thoughts about returning. | can
understand why it would feel daunting to go back and
make a confession after many years away.

In the weeks leading up to my first confession, | went
on a one day Lenten retreat. One of the passages of
Scripture we prayed with came from the beginning of
John 8, the familiar story of the woman caught in
adultery. As | read and prayed with that passage, |
realized | was feeling a lot like her — like all the parts of
my past that | was least proud of were about to be
exposed. Like her, | expected to hear voices of
condemnation and see some (metaphorical) stones
flung at me.

In my prayer, | came to understand instead that the
condemning voices existed only in my own head.
Jesus did not condemn her — and | could trust that he
also would not condemn me. | could trust that he
would offer me, through the ministry of his priest, the
same forgiveness and freedom that he had offered
her. In the end, what he most wanted for this woman —
and for me — was a personal encounter where he
could show me his love and mercy.

| still felt pretty nervous on the day of my first
confession, but my anxiety was tempered by
remembering the lesson from this time of prayer. | also
thought about a friend who told me, “The Sacrament of
Reconciliation is my least favorite beforehand, and my
most favorite afterwards.”

If you have been away for a while, | hope you will
consider returning to the confessional this Lent to
experience your own personal encounter with the love
and mercy of Jesus. Fr. Ben will be offering a
“Confession Tune-up” talk to help people feel more
comfortable coming back to confession on
Wednesday, March 25, at 6:30 pm
in church. Three priests will be
available afterwards to hear
confessions. Now is the right time to
return.

HOLY ORDERS

Holy Orders is the sacrament through which the mission
entrusted by Christ to his apostles continues to be exercised in
the Church until the end of time; thus, it is the sacrament of
apostolic ministry. It includes three degrees: episcopate,
presbyterate [priest], and diaconate.

Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1536

Before Jesus priests in most religions, were seen as
mediators between God and men. They instructed people,
sanctified them, and offered sacrifices on their behalf. Then
Jesus came along and changed everything. In Christianity
there is only one priest: Jesus Christ. Just like other priests,
Christ instructed the people, sanctified them, and offered
sacrifice, but he did all of this in such a perfect way that
nothing can actually be added to it.

Jesus offered the perfect sacrifice on the Cross at Calvary.
He gave up His life out of love for mankind in order that the
sacrifice of the Cross may remain always present and
continue to sanctify mankind. Jesus instituted the Sacrament
of the Eucharist at the Last Supper, which we call the
Sacrifice of the Mass.

The priest offering the sacrifice of the Mass is indeed Christi,
in persona Christi (in the person of Christ), when he is at the
altar. When the Holy Eucharistic sacrifice is represented
through the species of bread and wine, then the one who
performs the consecration should also be represented in
some physical way. This is precisely what the sacramental
priesthood does.

God the Father gives all power to the Son, who then gives it
to the priests to act in His name. The ordained priest is there
in order to represent Christ, to make Christ present and
visible to the people. The ordained priest doesn’t act in his
own name but acts as Christ through his ordination. He
participates in the one priesthood of Christ, as he is
consecrated into the one priesthood of Christ. This makes
the priest in the Catholic understanding completely different
from the “priest” in any other religions.

The life of a Catholic priest is a life of great joy. The most
awesome thing about the Catholic priesthood is that he
makes Christ present to the world. Many people talk about
the things that a man must deny himself in order to be a
priest, but there are many things that also attract one to the
priesthood. The priesthood is a unique mission for which we
need soldiers, men who can stand up against the evil one.

We all know well about the vocational crisis and lack of
priests in modern times, but this tide may be turning. A new
generation of men now entering the priesthood is returning to
the sense of the sacred in the Liturgy, in their pastoral duties
and in their teaching. Parents, when it comes time
to talk to your son about his future vocational path
include the priesthood!

We often talk about coming to Jesus just as we are — and we should! It is

important to be ourselves with him and to share honestly with him about

what’s happening in our lives, what we think, how we feel.

In the story of the woman at the well from John 8, we see her doing just
this. Of course, she doesn’t realize that she will be meeting Jesus. Still we

see that Jesus doesn’t ask her to pretend to be someone that she’s not. In

fact, he does the opposite. He helps her to be honest with him by bringing

to light parts of her past that she would probably rather keep hidden. Rather than feeling condemned, she feels
seen and loved as she is. This is a great gift that we receive when we come to Jesus as we are.

What we think about much less is allowing Jesus to come to us as he is. Do we extend to him the same gift

that he offers to us? Do we receive him as he is?

As | have been praying with this passage over the last several weeks, the line that keeps standing out to me
comes in verse 6: “Jesus, tired from the journey...” Jesus, the Son of God and King of the Universe, was tired.
After his journey, he wanted to sit for a moment and rest. He was thirsty and asked for a drink. We see his
weakness, his vulnerability, and his humanity in this moment. He comes to the woman of Samaria not as a

great hero, but as a man who is worn out and weary.

| find myself wondering how Jesus is coming to us in similar ways. Do we recognize him? Do we allow him to be
something less than what we expect? Do we accept and love him in the places of weakness we find in our-
selves and others, if that is how he chooses to reveal himself today?

Lord Jesus, help us to receive and love you as you are, not as we wish you would be.
