Heavenly Hero for March: St. Joseph, Foster Father of Jesus
and Spouse of the Virgin Mary

Born: 90-100 BC

Died: 18-20 AD

Feast Day: March 19th (St. Joseph, Husband of Mary) and May 1 (St. Joseph the Worker).
Patronage: Engineers, Families, Unborn, Universal Church , Workers

St. Joseph was the husband of Mary, the mother of Jesus. According to the earliest
Christian traditions, he was a carpenter or woodworker. The Gospel of Matthew calls him a
“righteous man,” meaning he was an observant Jew who obeyed God’s law.

Joseph was engaged to Mary, but when he discovered that she was pregnant with Jesus, he decided to call off
the marriage—but “quietly,” since the penalty for adultery was death by stoning. However, the angel of the Lord
told him in a dream that he should go ahead with the marriage because Mary’s child was conceived by the Holy
Spirit.

This was the first of four divinely inspired dreams that are recorded in the Gospel of Matthew; for this reason, he
is sometimes called “the dreamer.” After each of these dreams, “he did as the angel of the Lord had commanded
him” (Matthew 1:24). Although the Bible does not record a single word that Joseph said, he clearly knew how to
listen to the Holy Spirit as he both guided and protected the Holy Family and faithfully obeyed what God asked
him to do, no matter how difficult it was.

The Solemnity of St. Joseph is celebrated on March 19. Saint Pope John Paul |l said of Saint Joseph: “Joseph
carried out the role entrusted to him by God which consisted in always listening to the Lord, seeking to
understand his will and to obey it with his whole heart and strength. This is why the Gospel describes him as a
"righteous" man (Mt 1,19). In fact, the just man is the person who prays, lives by faith, and seeks to do good in
every concrete circumstance of life.”

Talking Point with Children: St. Joseph, by faithfully protecting Jesus and Mary in the midst of very difficult
circumstances, shows us that our actions often speak louder than our words. Joseph’s steady and deep faith
was shown through the way he lived his life and the many ways he cared for the Holy Family. Like St. Joseph,
our actions should reflect our faith and trust in God.

Action Step for Children: St. Joseph had great love for Jesus and Mary. As a way to honor him this week, pray
the Joyful Mysteries of the Rosary as a family.

Matrimony
The matrimonial covenant, by which a man and a woman
establish between themselves a partnership of the whole
of life, is by its nature ordered toward the good of the
spouses and the procreation and education of offspring;
this covenant between baptized persons has been raised
by Christ the Lord to the dignity of a sacrament.
~Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1601

Sacramental marriage is one of the three major
vocations; the others are the consecrated religious life
and the single life. Marriage is a covenant between a
man and a woman that establishes a partnership for life.
It is a complete self-giving to the other, a total
commitment in love. It is supernatural because God
created man in His image as “male and female”

(Gen 1:27) and the two become one flesh.

Marriage is so important. In a special way, it is a
complete giving (and receiving) of love, like the love
found within the Trinity. St. Augustine shows us an
amazing example. He pointed out that God has to be a
Trinity because the one word that best describes God is
‘love”. If | am the only person who ever existed and
nobody else did, there could not be love. So, in the
trinity, we have love within a community of persons; it is
all about relation and their love for one another.

How is marriage entered into? This is where it gets very
interesting. The husband and the wife enter into vows
with each other, which are greater than promises. Vows
involve greater accountability and sacredness than
promises.

Catholic marriage vows are based on a declaration of
consent. The priest asks three questions: [Name] and
[name], have you come here to enter into marriage
without coercion, freely and wholeheartedly?” “Are you
prepared, as you follow the path of marriage, to love and
honor each other for as long as you both shall live?”
“Are you prepared to accept children lovingly from God
and to bring them up according to the law of Christ and
His Church?” They answer to each, “l am.” But before
you answer this for yourself, | suggest you put much time
and prayer into discernment of this monumental step,
asking God for His guidance in your life.

The three objectives of a sacramental marriage are
union, procreation, and the salvation of
your spouse. Getting your spouse to
heaven is the ultimate love. There’s no
greater good.

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The Woman at the Well

The interaction between Jesus and the woman at the well is one of Jesus’

longest conversations recorded in the Gospels. He and the Samaritan

woman talk about some very important things, including her past, of which GROWING DEEPER
she is ashamed, and the future for which she longs. In the course of their

conversation, Jesus reveals his true identity to her: He is the Messiah

everyone has been waiting for.

This conversation changes the Samaritan woman'’s life and the lives of everyone in her town; yet it is one most
people would have forbidden. It was unheard of for a Jewish man to talk to a Samaritan woman. Both her
ethnicity and her gender were strikes against her. We see how unlikely it was for this conversation ever to occur
in the surprise of the disciples when they return.

Brant Pitre, in his book Jesus the Bridegroom: The Greatest Love Story Ever Told, makes the case that the
disciples would have been shocked for an additional reason. In the tradition of the Old Testament, a well was a
prime location for a man looking for a bride. Think of the story of Isaac meeting Rebekah at a well, as told in
Genesis. Pitre argues that surely this script would have been playing in the back of the disciples’ minds, causing
them to wonder just what Jesus might be up to. Even without knowing about her past string of husbands, the
thought that Jesus might be courting a Samaritan woman would have been a great source of dismay to the
disciples.

So, what exactly is Jesus doing here? Certainly, he is showing us, as he does again and again, that the love of
God is not bound by the categories we use to divide ourselves. He also is reminding us that he comes as the
Divine Bridegroom, longing for and pursuing his bride (which is us, the Church!) — and nothing about us
disqualifies us from this loving pursuit, not even a lifetime of seeking love in all the wrong places. Will we let his
love pursue and find us this Lent?
