Jesus is Enough pt. 1
The Supremacy and Sufficiency of Christ

Colossians 1:1–14 (NIV) 1 Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and Timothy our brother, 2 To God’s holy people in Colossae, the faithful brothers and sisters in Christ: Grace and peace to you from God our Father. 3 We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we pray for you, 4 because we have heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the love you have for all God’s people—5 the faith and love that spring from the hope stored up for you in heaven and about which you have already heard in the true message of the gospel 6 that has come to you. In the same way, the gospel is bearing fruit and growing throughout the whole world—just as it has been doing among you since the day you heard it and truly understood God’s grace. 7 You learned it from Epaphras, our dear fellow servant, who is a faithful minister of Christ on our behalf, 8 and who also told us of your love in the Spirit. 9 For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we have not stopped praying for you. We continually ask God to fill you with the knowledge of his will through all the wisdom and understanding that the Spirit gives, 10 so that you may live a life worthy of the Lord and please him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the knowledge of God, 11 being strengthened with all power according to his glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience, 12 and giving joyful thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of his holy people in the kingdom of light. 13 For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, 14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 

What do we learn?

· The church in Colossae was plagued with false teachers who were bringing the Supremacy and Sufficiency of Jesus in to question. 
· The Greeks were saying that Jesus was one more of many gods and they wanted to add Him to their list.
· The Jews were saying that while Jesus was good, He wasn’t enough. You had to add other things to Him to be please God or be satisfied with God. 
· A Question for us; How do you complete the following formula?

· The Supremacy of Christ: The supreme control and rule of Christ who reigns over all things. He is the one who is in charge. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Sufficiency of Christ: To be sufficient is to be all satisfying. Jesus provides all our needs for salvation and a fulfilling life. 

· Verses 1- 8 Paul praises God for the Colossian Church’s reputation. 
· They are known for their faith in Christ which leads them to loving people. 
· What is your reputation? What are you known for?
· What is our reputation? What is our church known for? 
· Verses 9-14 Paul turns His praise in to a prayer for the church, that they would continue to grow and flourish in the Gospel. 
· He knows there are challenges to the gospel that threaten that truth and the church. 
· Knowing God leads to godly lives and actions.
· The godly transformation is not dependent on human power but Christ’s power in you. 
· Christ’s power proves His sufficiency to give you endurance to have joy no matter what happens in your life. 

· Paul lists 5 things God has done in a Christian’s life through Jesus. 
1. Jesus qualifies us to share in the inheritance of the saints in the kingdom of light. 
2. Jesus rescues us from living in the domain of darkness. 
3. Jesus transfers us to His Kingdom. 
4. In Jesus we have redemption.
5. In Jesus we have forgiveness of sins.
