can anything good come from Nazareth? I try 
to picture Nathanial’s face and tone when Phillip 
comes to him claiming to have found the Messiah 
and saying, “It’s Jesus, the son of Joseph from Naza-
reth.” Did he roll his eyes when he said it, wondering 
if Phillip was messing with him? Did he scoff and 
wrinkle his nose in contempt at the small town of 
Nazareth as if the Messiah could come from there? 
Was he offended at the notion because he had his 
own understanding of where the Messiah might 
come from? It’s a question of skepticism, of doubt, of 
critique. We all know that tone and that face of those 
who turn their nose up at our claim that Jesus is the 
savior. I had a roommate in college who was skepti-
cal of my faith, of his own faith really, since he had 
grown up in it. But he asked hard questions when we 
got into conversations about Christianity. He was an 
English major, and I remember him asking me why 
God didn’t make things clearer and more obvious. 
He was questioning God as a communicator. I did 
my best to respond but I don’t think he ever aban-
doned his skepticism. These days most of the skeptics 
I encounter are online. I had a back and forth with a 
commentator from Asia recently who left a question 
on one of our YouTube videos. They asked how I 
knew Matthew to be historically accurate about the 
words of Jesus. I engaged with them a little bit and 
it became clear they weren’t just skeptics but active-
ly opposed to our faith. When I invited the person 
to zoom with me to further the conversation, they 
stopped responding. What do we do with skeptics 
and their questions?
	 Skeptics make us uncomfortable; we worry that 
they will ask a question that we don’t know the 

answer to. Their questions put us on the spot; they 
make us feel uncertain and unprepared. I think 
there’s more to it than that though. Sometimes we 
actually share the questions of the skeptic, and we are 
afraid to ask the same questions. There is a fear that 
our own faith might stumble if we venture too far 
into doubt. There are some Christian denominations 
that actively discourage asking questions. But have 
no fear, Lutherans love questions. We believe God is 
big enough for the biggest questions and that asking 
them, even with skepticism, is the path to a deeper 
faith. If you’ve tuned into our podcast, you’ll see that 
on display we ask the hardest questions because we 
believe exploring them inspires faith. Phillip comes 
to his friend Nathaniel with a bold proclamation that 
he has found the Messiah, the one the Bible predicted 
would come. And when his friend is skeptical – can 
anything good come from Nazareth – Phillip says 
simply, “Come and see,” Phillip doesn’t dismiss the 
question, nor does he disengage from his friend. He 
leans in and puts his faith in Jesus to bring his friend 
to share his own belief that the Messiah has come. I 
suppose Phillip could have argued with Nathaniel 
and pointed out scripture that showed that a savior 
would have a connection to Nazareth, but in that 
moment, he knew that what Nathaniel needed was 
a personal encounter with Jesus. “Come and see for 
yourself, have an experience and see if that doesn’t 
convince you.”
	 There are a couple things to learn from Phillip. 
The first is that he wants his friend to believe in Jesus. 
He cares enough about Nathaniel and knows him 
well enough to want him to know the Messiah. As 
Christians we all should want the same thing, for

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the people we care about, for our friends and family 
members. If we love them, then we want them to 
know Jesus, too, to know God’s love for them, to have 
the assurance of salvation, to receive the gifts of our 
Christian faith. Any evangelism to be worthwhile 
must start with genuine love. I’ve seen the opposite 
of this where sharing faith was more about doing 
a duty or impressing fellow Christians or getting a 
notch on your belt. But as Paul says in Corinthians, 
“without love we are a clanging cymbal, a noisy 
gong.” The sharing of our faith must begin with love. 
Phillip goes to someone he knows and shares the 
good news with a friend.
	 The second thing we learn from Phillip is the 
importance of saying the words of your belief. In 
our age we often hope that people will see our good 
works and come to faith through that. Our good 
works matter. Caring for the poor, supporting those 
in need, and our church is committed to that work 
but if it doesn’t come with the words that we do this 
because we believe in Jesus, we hinder the ability 
of people to make the connection. Phillip declares 
clearly what he believes, no hemming and hawing, 
just a simple declaration. We have found the one 
whom Moses and the prophets wrote about; it’s Jesus 
the son of Joseph from Nazareth. I know that when 
you declare your faith so clearly there is this fear that 
people will reject it, and you and that things will be 
awkward. But I think more often people appreciate 
knowing what you believe and what motivates your 
actions even if they aren’t there yet. And finally, when 
Nathaniel is skeptical, Phillip is wise enough to know 
his friend and simply issue an invitation to explore 
more.
	 Last week Jane Linnenberger shared how her friend 
Diane Millburn invited her to Lessons and Carols 
and how that invitation led her into this community 
of faith. Simply an invitation is still the number one 
reason people join a church. And yet statistics tell us 
that the average Lutheran has never invited a person 
to church. I’m not sure that’s true here at First Lu-
theran, I hear a lot of stories of you inviting people to 
church. In Bible study this week Carissa and Edquaro 
shared how Stephanie invited them to church and 

how they were skeptical at first. They thought church 
would be full of judgmental people. But Stephanie 
said, “come and see” and they did and they met you 
and have been warmly welcomed and loved.
	 I was doing a pastoral visit this week with a mem-
ber whose husband is very sick. And when I arrived at 
their house, I recognized the house across the street 
as belonging to some of our members. When I point-
ed that out, the person I was visiting said yes, the 
reason she was here at First Lutheran was because her 
neighbors invited her to attend with them. It makes 
me wonder how many others are out there in your 
lives who simply need a warm invitation to come and 
see? One of the reasons we are doing this building 
campaign to improve our narthex and Gathering 
Place is so that when you issue that invitation to 
come and see, we have prepared a place that is beau-
tiful and ready to help people meet with God. As Jane 
said last week, first impressions matter and we want 
our first impression to show our love for people and 
God.
	 After Phillip invites Nathaniel to come and see, 
the rest is up to Jesus. Jesus actually started the whole 
thing, too. It was Jesus who found Phillip, not the 
other way around. Phillip and all of us play an inter-
mediary role. We are not the one people need; we are 
not the one they are looking for. We are not the one 
who will give them what their souls ache for. But we 
know who is. So, our job is to set the table, to make 
the introduction and let Jesus take it from there.  
Jesus is the one who inspires faith and he knows each 
one of us just as he knew Nathaniel. The encounter 
Nathaniel has with Jesus has a mysterious edge to 
it. Jesus calls to Nathaniel naming him as one with 
no guile, not deceit. Nathaniel is a straight shooter, 
telling you what is on his mind in an honest way that 
can come across too strong but is also endearing. I’ve 
always loved people like this who don’t try to mask 
how they feel and you never have to guess what they 
think. Although they also make me nervous because 
they don’t obey every social norm. Nathaniel shows 
his skepticism in his question to Jesus. “How do you 
know me?” The mystery part comes when Jesus says 
to Nathaniel, “I saw you under the fig tree”. Some-
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how that proclamation is all it took to break Nathan-
iel. Whatever that meant to him, that Jesus saw him 
under the fig tree, inspires Nathaniel to abandon his 
skepticism and proclaim faith in Jesus. “Rabbi, you 
are the Son of God, you are the King of Israel.”
	 We could speculate all day as to why that knowl-
edge converted Nathaniel. Was he praying? Was he 
hiding? Was he having a breakdown or making a 
decision? We don’t know. But what I do know is that 
faith comes from meeting Jesus. And Jesus is at work 
in every person’s life right now before and after they 
believe. I know my own faith does not come from 
years of going to church or all the theology books 
I’ve read or the scripture that I love. If I drill down, 
I believe in Jesus because Jesus saw me and met me 
when I was alone: when I prayed my first prayer in 
my bedroom at eight years old; when I was driving 
my car home from college at 21 years old; when I was 
begging for my son’s life in a hospital parking garage 
at 34 years old; when I was praying for my church at 
my dining room table at 5:30 a.m. at 49 years old. God 
has met me and filled my heart with wonder at his 
presence, challenged me to repent, reminded me of 
his love and told me like he told Nathaniel, “You ain’t 
seen nothing yet.”
	 Our encounters with God are as varied and person-
al and mysterious as Nathaniel’s encounter under the 
fig tree and on the shores of Galilee Jesus meets us in 
our skepticism, loves us and inspires us to faith. And 
the faith he inspires always calls us into a future that 
is beyond what we can imagine today. Jesus says to 
Nathaniel, “Do you believe because I saw you under 
the fig tree? You will see greater things than these, 
very truly I tell you, you will see heaven opened and 
the angels of God ascending and descending upon 
the son of man.” I wonder if we like Nathaniel need 
our imaginations to be opened to what God has in 
store for us. I remember when we were remodeling 
the Peel House and dreaming of how God might use 
it. We had some good ideas, but none of us imagined 
it being used as fully and widely as it is today. God 
had bigger dreams for that building than we ever 
had.
	 What else does God have in store for First Luther-

an Church? We believe because we’ve encountered 
Jesus, because God has met us on our turf where we 
needed to meet him. But can we also believe that 
there is more to come? Can we hear Jesus saying 
to our congregation, “You ain’t seen nothing yet.” 
What do you say First Lutheran, are you ready to see 
the angels of God ascending and descending on the 
son of man? Are you ready to see what else God can 
do? May God use us like God used Phillip to bring 
our friends and neighbors and family to encounter 
the God who knows them already so that they too 
can see and believe in Jesus. Amen..

Sunday morning in-between church 
services! Pastor Travis has passed his 
sourdough starter on to members of 
the congregation and now we have at 
least five loaves of bread each Sunday 
morning. This bread must be sliced 
and put out for each service. Bill 
Busovsky donated an amazing hand-
crank rotary-saw bread cutter. It is 
a game changer on cutting through 
the crispy crust, but it still takes lots 
of time. Muffins need to be cut in 
half. Fruit needs to be washed and 
put in bowls. Butter needs to be plat-
ed. Coffee condiments need to be re-
filled and set out on the counter. Our 
tea bag box needs to be restocked. 
The tea kettle needs to be filled and 
heated. A pitcher of lemonade and 

water needs to be prepared for the 
kiddos. 

Oh, let’s not forget the coffee! 
Lutherans drink a lot of 
coffee! We need two full 
pots of regular and a pot 
of decaf ready to go when 
the 8 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. 
services let out. We can’t 
run out in the middle of 

the line!

	 Up until a few weeks ago, there 
had been one solitary volunteer 
handling these duties before and 
after the 8 a.m. service (7:30-8 and 
9-9:30) and one single host before 
and after the 11 a.m. service (10:30-11 
and 12-12:30). It is nearly impossible 
for a single person to set up all the 
food before the 8 a.m. service, and 
if you stop by the Gathering Place 
kitchen at 1 p.m. on a Sunday that 
Carol is serving all by herself, you’ll 
see her just finishing up. Of course, 
she leaves the kitchen spotless!! Our 
current goal is to schedule two peo-
ple per shift to make this a bit easier.
	 We currently have two couples 
and five individuals giving of their 
time and talent to host the coffee 
reception before and after the 8 a.m. 
service and two couples and four 
individuals to host before and after 
the 11 a.m. service. With 13 x 2 x 2 = 
52 spots each quarter, each person 
would have to host at least three 
times per quarter. I’ll tell you that 
some individuals host way more 
double that each quarter. 
	 Many hands make light work and 
we need MORE HANDS! The best 
way to learn the ropes is to volunteer 
alongside one of our experienced 
Coffee Reception Hosts and they 
would be ecstatic to have the help.

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SABBATICAL LEAVE FOR PASTOR 
CARRIE, APRIL 12 – JULY 4

The Rocky Mountain Synod of the ELCA encourages 
sabbatical leaves for rostered leaders, which is defined 
as pastors and deacons. In alignment with this, First 
Lutheran Church has adopted a Sabbatical Leave Pol-
icy, which provides a rostered leader the opportunity 
to request a paid leave of three months upon com-
pletion of seven years of full-time service, or seven 
years of service since a prior sabbatical leave at First 
Lutheran Church.

While some may initially question the need for such a 
leave, it is useful to consider the unique role of a pas-
tor. While certainly worthy professions, a doctor can 
close their practice to new patients or refer patients to 
another doctor; an electrician can schedule a service 
call at a time convenient with their calendar and if 
the customer does not wish to wait, can go elsewhere; 
a lawyer can refuse to represent another client. Not 
so with a pastor. When a member of the congrega-
tion is experiencing a personal crisis such as a death, 
illness, divorce, addiction, or a myriad of other issues, 
a pastor responds regardless of the time of day, day 
of week, or the long hours they may have already 
worked that week or what may be happening in 
their personal life. Given the nature of these personal 
interactions in highly stressful conditions, the pastor 
then frequently takes these cares and concerns home. 
It is truly a role in which the pastor is always “on 
call” for their congregation and there is little time for 
release from the pressures of their call to service in 
the church.

Because of the persistent obligations of daily parish 
life and the statistically high burnout rates among 
clergy, sabbaticals in the ministry have become 
commonplace. There is also a Biblical basis in such 
an investment in reflection and renewal. See, e.g., 
Mark 6:31; Exodus 20:8-11; Leviticus 25:4-5. Unlike a 
vacation, a sabbatical is planned with intentionality 
for the purpose of providing the pastor the opportu-
nity to step fully away and engage in reflection and 
renewal, so that they might return to their duties 
with renewed purpose, energy, and enthusiasm. The 
Congregation Council approves the pastor’s sabbati-
cal proposal in advance, which might include taking 
classes, traveling, or spending time with family.

With this framework in mind, Pastor Carrie has 
been approved to take a sabbatical leave from April 
12, 2026, through July 4, 2026. A Sabbatical Commit-
tee, comprised of Stacy Gatto, Deacon Joan Kuehn, 
Chris Lieber, and Betsy Pimentel, is working with 
Pastor Carrie to ensure compliance with relevant pol-
icies, a smooth transition, and a successful sabbatical 
experience for her and for the congregation. We will 
provide information on send-off activities for the 
congregation to wish Pastor Carrie our best as well as 
opportunities for her to share her experiences upon 
her return. Any questions may be directed to the 
Committee.

That’s 
what you will take into eternity.”

We have turned the page from 
Epiphany to Lent. As we move 
forward in the church calendar, let’s 
take a moment to think about who 
we are becoming in the world. It is 
so natural to wonder, “What should 
I do?” that we can forget to ask, “Who 
am I becoming?” As Dallas Willard says 
above, who we become is the only 
thing that we will take with us into 
eternity. And though it may now be 
Lent, we’re still experiencing winter. 
Is it possible to grow in ‘becoming’ 
during life’s dormant seasons? Per-
haps Nicolas Herman can help us…
	 Nicolas was born in the year 1614 
in Lorraine, France. One winter 
day, when he was eighteen, he was 

looking at a barren tree in a field, 
bereft of all signs of life. In 

that moment, the eyes of his 
heart were suddenly en-
lightened; he knew that 
the tree would bloom 
and burst forth with new 
life in the soon-coming 

spring, and as surely as 
God would do that in the 
tree, God would do the 

same in Nicolas’ own 
heart. He says, “In 

the winter I saw a 
tree stripped of its 
leaves and I knew 

that within a little time the leaves would be 
renewed, and that afterwards the flowers and 
the fruit would appear. From this I received 
a high view of the power and providence of 
God…” This revelation changed the 
course of his life. Some of us know 
Nicolas by the name he took as a 
discalced* Carmelite –  Brother Law-
rence, the author of The Practice of the 
Presence of God. 
	 Brother Lawrence can help us 
understand how winter seasons con-
tribute to who we are becoming in a 
couple of ways. The first is to recog-
nize, as did he, that the dormancy of 
winter seasons in our lives is not the 
end of the story. God is faithfully at 
work under cover of snow and ice, 
soon to break through with new life: 
we can trust God to birth new life in 
us, even if we can’t see or feel it now. 
The second way is in how he never 
gave up practicing God’s presence, 
and even though it took him years to 
grow into a person who was aware of 
God’s continual presence in every-
thing he did, he did not give up. 
He just kept turning to God, and in 
doing so, he became a beautiful soul 
whose writings have helped others 
practice God’s presence ever since. 
Let’s grow in becoming who God 
calls us to be, together.
