Theology of Holy Communion
In the Lutheran Church, we believe that Jesus Christ is truly present in, with, and under the bread and wine of this holy 
meal.  Consequently, it is the responsibility of the Pastor to assure the proper administration and order of the Eucharist.  
In the Pastor’s absence, reserved elements are used that have been consecrated in the church.  The bread and wine used 

today have been previously consecrated according to God’s Word.

In the New Testament, the church’s work is described as
