Summer Missions Project
Fish are a wonderful source of nutrition for hungry kids — 
but families don’t always have the resources to catch them. 
A $50 family fishing kit through World Vision provides tools 
like nets, lines, hooks, poles, and a basket to help hungry 
families eat well. By catching extra fish to sell, families can 
pay for other expenses like clothing, school fees, and medi-
cine. Through the generosity of our Red Hill Community we 
collected more than $2,600, which will provide 52 fishing 
kits to assist families in need.
