No More Words...
Matthew 27.59-61 Joseph took the body, wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, ® and placed it in bis own new tomb that he had cut ont of the rock. He rolled a

big stone in front of the entrance to the tonib and went away. *’ Mary Magdalene and the other Mary were sitting there opposite the tomb.

Matthew 28.1-4 Now afler the Sabbath, toward the dawn of the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to see the tonsb. °And
behold, there was a great earthgnake, for an angel of the Lord descended from heaven and came and rolled back the stone and sat on it. > His appearance was like
lightning, and his clothing white as snow.”
