From Pentecost to Parousia”

Our DiscipleU series explores the story of the Christian
church from its beginnings to today. In this class we will
trace how the message of Jesus Christ spread throughout the
world, from the early church after Pentecost to the global
church of the present day. Together we will see how God has
worked through history to build and sustain His church as
believers carried out Christ’s command to “make disciples
of all nations” (Matthew 28:19-20).

Throughout this series, we will explore key moments and
movements in church history, including the growth of the
early church, the development of creeds and councils, the
Middle Ages, the Reformation, the rise of Christianity in
England and America, and the spread of the gospel around
the world in modern times.

Jonah: The Reluctant Prophet

What
Jonah discovers, much to his frustration, is that God’s cov-
enantal community is to reflect God’s love to all nations—
even the

promises in the book of Jonah that find their fulfillment
through the life and ministry of Jesus Christ.
