Jesus Claims as the Messiah.

Matthew 21.1-5 Now when they drew near to Jerusalem and came to Bethphage, to the Mount of Olives, then Jesus sent fwo
disciples, 2 saying to them, “Go into the village in front of yon, and immediately you will find a donfkey tied, and a colt with ber.
Untie them and bring them to me. > If anyone says anything to you, you shall say, “The Lord needs them,” and he will send them
at once.” * This took place to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet, saying, *> “Say to the danghter of Zion, ‘Bebold, your king is
coming to you, humble, and mounted on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a beast of burden.””

Zechariah 9.9 Rejoice greatly, O danghter of Zion! Shout alond, O danghter of Jerusalen! Behold, your king is coming to you;
righteous and having salvation is be, humble and mounted on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.

Jesus Brings the of the Messiah.

Matthew 21.6-9 The disciples went and did as [esus had directed them. They brought the donkey and the colt and put on them
their cloaks, and be sat on them. $ Most of the crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and
spread them on the road. * And the crowds that went before him and that followed him were shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of
Doavid! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest!”

oo (hosanna): “Save us now!”

Psalm 118.25-26 Save us, we pray, O LLORD! O LORD, we pray, give us success! ?Blessed is he who comes in the name of
the LORD. From the house of the LORD we bless yon.

Philippians 2:6-8 ... Christ Jesus, ¢ who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing to be
grasped, 7 but emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. SAnd being found in human
Jform, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross.
