Pastor Jon Wiziarde is Affirmed as Senior Pastor of Christ Community Church
The results of the vote to affirm Pastor Jon Wizarde held last Sunday,
September 7, 2025 were tallied immediately following the congregational
meeting. Announcements were made of the results both in the sanctuary after
the votes were counted and through email and posted on our Facebook

page. Pastor Jon is affirmed as Senior Pastor of Christ Community Church. A
total of 247 votes were cast. 214 in favor, 33 opposed. The threshold for
affirming a Senior Pastor is a 3/4th majority.
