According to Bishop Tobin, there have been no problems in the churches of the Diocese of Providence
since we have been open, however, the Health Department and the Governor are keeping a sharp eye on all
churches in the state, being very concerned about gatherings of this size and people following the proper
protocols.

It is our Christian and moral responsibility to be vigilant in our duty to provide a safe environment for
ourselves and others if we are to remain open.
