” 1 In the year of King 
‘Uziyahu’s death I 
saw Adonai sitting on a 
high, lofty throne! The hem 
of his robe filled the temple.                                                             

Isaiah’s mind was so 
awestruck with the knowledge 

that He was in the presence 
of the King. His ears respond-

ed with the cries of the 3 
S’rafim calling out Holy, 
Holy, Holy is the Lord of 
hosts.” Isaiah 6:3 (NASB). 
Then in Isaiah 6:8 Then I 
heard the voice 
of Adonai saying, “Whom 
should I send? Who will go 
for us?” I answered, “I’m 
here ( Hineni, הנני) send me!” 
Isaiah was willing to do any-

thing Adonai said to do. No 
matter where he had to go, 

or no matter what he had to 
do.

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MESSIANIC 101 

Terms & Definitions 

PESACH (PASSOVER) 

PESACH SEDER — March 30th, 2018, Friday (Nisan 14, 5778) 

PESACH / UNLEAVENED BREAD — March 31st, 2018, Saturday (Nisan 15, 5778) through 

April 6th, 2018, Friday (Nisan 21, 5778) 

 

Leviticus 23:1-2 Then Adonai spoke to Moses saying “Speak to Bnei-Yisrael (Children of Israel), and 

tell them: These are the appointed moadim of Adonai, which you are to proclaim to be holy convo-

cations— My moadim.” (TLV) 

 
Pesach (Passover) is the celebration of Adonai’s redemption of the Israelite people from slavery. Adonai, through many great mira-

cles brought out the Israelites from the tyranny of Pharaoh. Every year the Jewish peoples commemorate this historic event with a 

Pesach Seder. Seder (or order, sequence) tells of the miraculous events that lead up to freedom for this slave nation. It fulfills Exo-

dus 13:8 “You are to tell your son on that day saying, ‘It is because of what Adonai did for me when I came out of Egypt.’ “ (TLV)   

 

Our Savior, Yeshua HaMashiach desires to spend this High Holy Day with us, His talmidim. Luke 22:7-8, 14-

15 Then came the day of matzah when the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed. Now Yeshua sent Peter and John, 

saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, so we may eat.” When the hour came, Yeshua reclined at the table, and 

the emissaries with Him. And He said to them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer.” 

(TLV) How much more should we as Messianic Jews (and Gentiles) celebrate our freedom from a life of slav-

ery to satan (the adversary)? Yeshua, our Pesach Lamb, was sacrificed so that we too could be brought into 

freedom, no longer a slave peoples.  

 

As we prepare to celebrate this Pesach High Holy Day season the (c)hametz needs to be removed from our lives. Chametz, or 

leavening is any food that is made of grain and water that has been allowed to ferment and rise.  Examples are bread, cakes, cook-

ies, crackers, pizza, beer, etc. Exodus 12:15 For seven days you are to eat matzot, but on the first day you must remove the hametz from 

your houses, for whoever eats hametz from the first day until the seventh day, that soul will be cut off from Israel. (TLV) Removing the cha-

metz from our homes and our lives for a week gives us time to reflect on what it is that “puffs” (arrogance, pride) up our souls. 1 

Corinthians 5:6-8 Your boasting is no good. Don’t you know that a little hametz leavens the whole batch of dough? Get rid of the old hametz, 

so you may be a new batch, just as you are unleavened—for Messiah, our Passover Lamb, has been sacrificed. Therefore let us celebrate the 

feast not with old hametz, the hametz of malice and wickedness, but with unleavened bread—the matzah of sincerity 

and truth. (TLV) 

 

As we gather around the Seder table, you will see the richness that is in Yeshua, our Savior. The 

Seder Plate is a special plate that has a place for the symbolic foods eaten at the Pesach Seder. 

Each item contributes to the retelling of the Exodus from Egypt. You will also see our Messiah in 

each one of these items.  

 

We use the Haggadah to assist in the retelling of this great miracle. The Haggadah has not only the order of the Se-

der, but also prayers, praise and songs to guide us into a deeper worship of our Messiah and Savior. After Yeshua 

kept the Seder with His Talmidim, he too sang songs of praise. Matthew 26:30 After singing the Hallel, they went out to 

the Mount of Olives (TLV). Yeshua sang songs of praise just prior to the time He was betrayed! How much more can we joyously 

worship and praise Adonai! 

 

So as you gather around the Seder table to share a meal for this joyous occasion, whether at home, or with us at our Congrega-

tional Seder (see page 4), remember to share in the retelling, not only of the Exodus out of Egypt for the Israelites, but also share 

your particular “Exodus” from slavery. If you have not yet made your Exodus, please, Yeshua HaMashiach waits for you with open 

arms. What better time than now to begin your journey out of Egypt! Chag Sameach!
