In stark contrast to this is what Paul says in Colossians (our Book of the 
Bible for April): 
 

Colossians 1 
 
15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all 
creation. 16 For by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, 
visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or 
authorities—all things were created through him and for him. 17 And he 
is before all things, and in him all things hold together. 18 And he is the 
head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the firstborn from 
the dead, that in everything he might be preeminent. 19 For in him all 
the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, 20 and through him to 
reconcile to himself all things, whether on earth or in heaven, making 
peace by the blood of his cross. 
 

Colossians 2 
 
9 For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, 10 and you have 
been filled in him, who is the head of all rule and authority. 
 

He’s not HALF God and HALF man but FULLY God, FULLY man (perfectly 
united in the person of Christ), wonderfully declared in scripture and 
described in the Nicene Creed for those who want an extensive 
description of what Christians have believed since the early 1st Century.
