18-24 into permanent supportive housing quickly, while address-

ing current needs and past trauma experienced. Case managers 

provide home based stabilization that leads to housing retention 

and independence.

We don't like to wait, but the season of Advent is all 

about waitingða time of expectation, when Chris-

tians have traditionally devoted themselves to prac-

tices of prayer and study.
