As We Gather 

Each of God’s people has a special life story. The book of Jeremiah contains the messages of a prophet 

whose calling to speak the Word of the Lord brought him great distress and many difficulties. Known as 

the “weeping prophet,” Jeremiah lived out his life faithfully in challenging historical times. Places 

associated with him and his life can still be seen by travelers to Jerusalem, including the cave pit where 

he was imprisoned and the grotto where, according to tradition, he wrote the book of Lamentations. God 

gave Jeremiah the ability to carry out his mission, saying: “Behold, I make you this day a fortified city . . . 

and iron pillar” and promised him: “I am with you . . . to deliver you” (Jeremiah 1:18–19). God’s working 

through faithful people in each generation brings us the treasure of His Word proclaimed faithfully to this 

day. That transmitted sacred Word merits our most careful and thoughtful listening!

Distribution 

 

As a member of the Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod (LCMS), Holy Communion is celebrated at 

Mt. Olive Lutheran Church in the glad confidence that our Lord, as His Word says, gives not only 

bread and wine, but also His true Body and Blood for us to eat and drink for the forgiveness of sins 

and the strengthening of our faith. Our Lord invites to His table those who believe He is truly present 

in this meal, repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive as He forgives us.  
 

Because the Bible teaches that this Sacrament may also be abused, and that participation in the 

Lord’s Supper is an act of confession of faith, the LCMS ordinarily communes only those who have 

been instructed in the teachings of our church and who have confessed their faith in these teachings.  
 

All are invited to the Lord’s table. Those who share our confession of faith and who wish to 

commune are asked to extend their hands outward to receive the Sacrament. Others who have 

come forward will receive a blessing from the pastor. If you have any questions about this 

Communion statement, you are encouraged to speak with Pastor Koschmann. Thank you for 

respecting and honoring our Communion practice.
