As We Gather 
Though Christmas may be our favorite, Paul reminds us that Easter is of “first importance.” If Christ 
had not arisen, our hope would be still locked in the tomb. Because He is risen, just as He said, we 
have hope of our own resurrection from the dead and look forward to the life everlasting, which 
death cannot touch. We come here today not simply to remember an event but to rejoice in the 
future made possible for us because of what happened. Before the world we confess that Jesus’ 

resurrection is not a hope but a fact witnessed by more than five hundred and on that fact God has 
built a future for us—one we anticipate now even as we wait to see it fulfilled.

Pastor: We confess that Your will has not been our priority at all times and that we have not 

always been defenders of the weak and helpless in our circle of family, neighbors, 

friends, and beyond. 

People: Have mercy on us and forgive us, O Lord. 
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Pastor: We confess that we have not used every opportunity given to us to witness to the 

resurrection faith that is ours and have at times been slow to speak of the hope that is 

ours in Christ. 

People: Have mercy on us and forgive us, O Lord. 
 

Pastor: Rejoice and be glad! God has not merely overlooked your faults; He has not missed 

your failures; and He knows the frailty of the human condition. Rather, He became one 

of us as Jesus, who died to pay for every sin of yours and your sinfulness itself. Jesus 

not only paid the penalty; on this day our heavenly Father proclaimed to all the world 

that He accepted the payment. Your sins are forgiven indeed! 
 

In the stead and by the command of our risen Lord Jesus Christ, I therefore forgive you 

all your sins in the name of the Father and of the  Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

People: Amen.  
 

Pastor: Alleluia! Christ is risen!

First Reading  Acts 10:34–43 

34Peter opened his mouth and said: “Truly I understand that God shows no partiality, 35but in 

every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. 36As for the 

word that he sent to Israel, preaching good news of peace through Jesus Christ (he is Lord of 

all), 37you yourselves know what happened throughout all Judea, beginning from Galilee after 

the baptism that John proclaimed: 38how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit 

and with power. He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, 

for God was with him. 39And we are witnesses of all that he did both in the country of the Jews 

and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree, 40but God raised him on the 

third day and made him to appear, 41not to all the people but to us who had been chosen by 

God as witnesses, who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead. 42And he 

commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one appointed by God to 

be judge of the living and the dead.

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Epistle  1 Corinthians 15:1–11 

1Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you, which you received, in 

which you stand, 2and by which you are being saved, if you hold fast to the word I preached to 

you—unless you believed in vain. 
3For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ died for our sins 

in accordance with the Scriptures, 4that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in 

accordance with the Scriptures, 5and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 6Then he 

appeared to more than five hundred brothers at one time, most of whom are still alive, though 

some have fallen asleep. 7Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. 8Last of all, as to 

one untimely born, he appeared also to me. 9For I am the least of the apostles, unworthy to be 

called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. 10But by the grace of God I am what I 

am, and his grace toward me was not in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of 

them, though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with me. 11Whether then it was I or they, 

so we preach and so you believed.

1Now after the Sabbath, toward the dawn of the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and 

the other Mary went to see the tomb. 2And behold, there was a great earthquake, for an angel 

of the Lord descended from heaven and came and rolled back the stone and sat on it. 3His 

appearance was like lightning, and his clothing white as snow. 4And for fear of him the guards 

trembled and became like dead men. 5But the angel said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for I 

know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. 6He is not here, for he has risen, as he said. Come, 

see the place where he lay. 7Then go quickly and tell his disciples that he has risen from the 

dead, and behold, he is going before you to Galilee; there you will see him. See, I have told 

you.” 8So they departed quickly from the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran to tell his 

disciples. 9And behold, Jesus met them and said, “Greetings!” And they came up and took hold 

of his feet and worshiped him. 10Then Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid; go and tell my 

brothers to go to Galilee, and there they will see me.”
