As We Gather

In Jesus’ final appearance to the eleven disciples, He tells them that they will be His witnesses, witnesses of His
resurrection. Not only will they be witnesses in familiar places such as Jerusalem and Judea, but they will also
be witnesses in Samaria, a foreign land where these Jewish disciples did not care to travel. And finally, the
disciples will be witnesses of Jesus’ resurrection to the ends of the earth. As we remember Jesus’ ascension, we
also remember the faithfulness of His disciples to be His witnesses and to go where they were sent, so that we
could know the power of Jesus and His resurrection even though we are thousands of miles from Jerusalem.

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Distribution

As a member of the Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod (LCMS), Holy Communion is celebrated at Mt. Olive
Lutheran Church in the glad confidence that our Lord, as His Word says, gives not only bread and wine, but
also His true Body and Blood for us to eat and drink for the forgiveness of sins and the strengthening of our
faith.

Because the Bible teaches that this Sacrament may also be abused, and that participation in the Lord’s Supper
is an act of confession of faith, the LCMS ordinarily communes only those who have been instructed in the
teachings of our church and who have confessed their faith in these teachings.

All are invited to the Lord's table. Those who share our confession of faith and who wish to commune are asked
to extend their hands outward to receive the Sacrament. Others who have come forward will receive a blessing
from the pastor. If you have any questions about this Communion statement, you are encouraged to speak with
Pastor Koschmann. Thank you for respecting and honoring our Communion practice.
