15I will return again to my place, 

 until they acknowledge their guilt and seek my face, 

 and in their distress earnestly seek me. 

1“Come, let us return to the LORD; 

 for he has torn us, that he may heal us; 

 he has struck us down, and he will bind us up. 
2After two days he will revive us;

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Epistle  Romans 4:13–25 

13The promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did not come through 

the law but through the righteousness of faith. 14For if it is the adherents of the law who are to be the 

heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. 15For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law there is no 

transgression. 
16That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all 

his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one who shares the faith of Abraham, 

who is the father of us all, 17as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”—in the presence 

of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not 

exist. 18In hope he believed against hope, that he should become the father of many nations, as he had 

been told, “So shall your offspring be.” 19He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own body, 

which was as good as dead (since he was about a hundred years old), or when he considered the 

barrenness of Sarah’s womb. 20No distrust made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew 

strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, 21fully convinced that God was able to do what he had 

promised. 22That is why his faith was “counted to him as righteousness.” 23But the words “it was counted to 

him” were not written for his sake alone, 24but for ours also. It will be counted to us who believe in him 

who raised from the dead Jesus our Lord, 25who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised for our 

justification.

Distribution 
 

As a member of the Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod (LCMS), Holy Communion is celebrated at Mt. Olive 

Lutheran Church in the glad confidence that our Lord, as His Word says, gives not only bread and wine, but 

also His true Body and Blood for us to eat and drink for the forgiveness of sins and the strengthening of our 

faith. Our Lord invites to His table those who believe He is truly present in this meal, repent of all sin, and set 

aside any refusal to forgive as He forgives us.  
 

Because the Bible teaches that this Sacrament may also be abused, and that participation in the Lord’s Supper 

is an act of confession of faith, the LCMS ordinarily communes only those who have been instructed in the 

teachings of our church and who have confessed their faith in these teachings.  
 

All are invited to the Lord’s table. Those who share our confession of faith and who wish to commune are asked 

to extend their hands outward to receive the Sacrament. Others who have come forward will receive a blessing 

from the pastor. If you have any questions about this Communion statement, you are encouraged to speak with 

Pastor Koschmann. Thank you for respecting and honoring our Communion practice.
