This month, we spotlight the impactful ministry of Pastor Cezary Komisarz, who provides us with a
clear view of life and labor on the ground.

Outreach Through Tents
Cezary’s summer tent ministries were a massive success!

They own and operate three tents. He and his team set up a
large one at POLAND ROCK, the country’s biggest annual
summer festival, drawing nearly a million attendees. This year
is their second year there, and they were requested to be
there. This tent is a vital place of solace and coffee-like
respite—especially popular with bikers. Here, the ministry
distributed over 1,000 Bibles and Christian materials and
shared countless moments of prayer and fellowship.

The two smaller tents were instrumental in summer as well, in running two half-
day weekly Bible camps for kids in partnership with local churches. These
smaller tents are currently being repaired and readied for next year's
outreaches.

The Critical Burden of Food Distribution

The scale of their humanitarian work is immense: so far this year, the ministry
has distributed over 20 tons of fruit, vegetables, and
meat, an equivalent value of half a million zloty—a truly EQ
significant ministry of compassion. '

The logistics for this are exhausting. The daily routine of
picking up food from multiple varied locations is a heavy,
tiresome burden. Often, Cezary and his wife go out __,.,'J s
separately to pick up bread at the bakery and other goods -
from different locations, with one arriving back just as the o -
other is leaving. b
