What is it? Several years ago, Bruce Warden had a dream of how 
to spend his retirement: drive around and help people - an elderly 
person mowing their yard, a farmer working on a fence, or a 
young mother bringing in the groceries, it didn’t matter - Bruce 
wanted to help.

God had other plans for Bruce’s retirement. though, and Bruce is 
now at the feet of his Savior, completely healed and content to 
forever worship his Lord (although, I imagine if any chores need 
doing in heaven, God’s letting Bruce do them).

Bruce left a legacy of love and service, and it’s a mission that our 
church has determined to carry forward in honor of his memory 
and for the glory of our Father. 

Primarily, we do yard work for people in the community who 
cannot do it themselves, for whatever reason. Limb trimming, 
weeding, mowing, weed eating, brush removal, etc are all things 
we’ve done in the past. Sometimes, we volunteer for project with 
other organizations, like Always Endure or Hands of Mercy. . 

When is it? A couple of Saturdays spread throughout the year; 
announced in the bulletin and during morning/evening service.

Who is it? It started with the middle school classes, but all are 
welcome. We need adults, too. It’s an opportunity to develop 
relationships with our young people and show them the value and 
importance of service to others. 

How do I get involved? See Edie to get a shirt with our message 
on it (Matthew 5:13-15), show up on work days with a willing 
spirit and available hands. Besides the actual work, there’s 
planning to do and food/drink to be arranged. Mostly, keep your 
eyes and ears open to opportunities to serve in this manner and 
let David or Edie Martin, Jesse or Morgan Ogle, or Bro. Jeremy 
know. If organized chaos is not for you, or you’d prefer to serve 
this ministry quietly on the side, please still get a shirt so you can 
represent Bruce’s memory, our church, and our Savior just by the 
shirt you wear.
