A Primer in Matthew’s Gospel


Mathew’s Gospel begins by connecting Jesus’ lineage back to Abraham, and ends with the promise of connection with us, even unto the end of the age. Join Pastor Matt on Sundays November 9th & 16th, for an introduction to Matthew (the Gospel, not the Pastor). Marked by unique contributions to the story of Jesus including the Magi that visit the Christ-child (2:1-12), the family’s escape to Egypt (2:13-23), and the parable of the laborers in the vineyard (20:1-16), Matthew’s Gospel traces the life and ministry of the Lord from Galilee to Jerusalem, and back again.
