ñBeware of false prophets, who come to you in sheepôs cloth-
ing but inwardly are ravenous wolves.  You will recognize 
them by their fruits.  (Matthew 7:15-16a) 
 
In Matthew 7, Jesus warned his followers to ñbeware of false 
prophetsò.  We find similar warnings throughout the Scripture.  
We are told that false prophets and teachers will arise and 
they will deceive many.   
 
How can you recognize a false prophet or a false teacher? 
 
Add (+):  They add to God’s word with their own teachings.  
Often they have additional writings that they claim are revela-
tions from God.  
 
Subtract (-):  They subtract from the deity of Christ and teach 
that Jesus was not fully God.  They usually deny the doctrine 
of the Trinity. 
 
Multiply (x):  They multiply the works needed for a person to 
receive salvation.  Rather than rely on the biblical call for re-
pentance and faith, they teach that you cannot be truly saved 
unless you do additional works. 
 
Divide (÷):  They bring division to those who follow their 
teachings.  Some go as far as to teach their followers to cut 
off all communication with the outside world and with their 
family in order to become purely devoted followers. 
 
As Christians, we need to be aware and we need to be alert.  
Jesus reminds us that false prophets are going to come ñin 
sheepôs clothingò.  We need to look to their fruit.  The fruit will 
tell you and I the substance of the tree’s roots.
