“And when Jesus finished these sayings, the crowds were astonished 
at his teaching, for he was teaching them as one who had authority, 
and not as their scribes.” 

Matthew 7:28-29 
 
When Jesus spoke, people listened.  Crowds gathered.  Miracles    
happened.  Thousands came from villages and towns to hear from  
Jesus…..and they were astonished. 
 
One of themes that we find repeatedly in the Gospels is the authority of 
Jesus.  The Gospel writers record Jesus’ authority over sickness, over 
nature, over death and even His authority to forgive sin.  As Jesus   
ministered, people saw that He ministered as “one who had authority”. 
 
Our response to the authority of Jesus Christ should be no different 
today than the responses we read about in Matthew 7:28-29.  We are 
called to total surrender and obedience of all that Christ has com-
manded us.  He is the authority of our lives, of our church and of our 
universe.  Even those who reject His authority will not be able to do so 
forever (Romans 14:10-12). 
 
As you look at your life today, ask yourself: Are you living in complete 
surrender to the authority of Christ?  Does Jesus have authority over 
what you say?  Does Jesus have authority over how you live?  Does 
Jesus have authority over every area of you life? 
 
If you or I see that there is an area where we are not living under the 
authority of Christ, our call is to repent and have faith.    
 
My prayer is that Bloomfield Baptist Church will be a congregation that 
gathers, worships and ministers under the authority of Jesus Christ.   
My prayer is that the people of Nelson County, and throughout the 
world, will be astonished.   My prayer is that in that astonishment, they 
will join us in submission to Jesus Christ, who has all authority.  Please 
join me in praying for this work to be done.
