A lot of you have asked about my health, so I wanted to give  
everyone an update in this weekôs newsletter. 
 
Over the least three weeks, I have had a series of appointments 
at the UK Healthcare Transplant Center.  I have Polycystic  
Kidney Disease and I am in Stage 4 of my disease.  My kidney 
function has declined to the point that I need a new kidney. 
 
My doctors have told me that I am a good candidate for a  
transplant.  However, they have also made it clear that the  
process for receiving a kidney from a deceased donor can take 
a very long time.  There are currently 100,000 people on the  
transplant list and the average waiting time for a kidney is 3 to 5 
years. 
 
Everyone on my care team has communicated the same goal to 
me: Find a living donor.  Receiving a kidney from a living donor 
is the best option for my long term health and if I find a donor 
soon enough, I would not have to go on dialysis. 
 
I appreciate all of you who have been praying for me and I want 
to ask you to specifically pray for a living donor that will be a 
match for me.  I need someone who has blood type ñOò or ñBò.  
The matching process is very thorough and it requires more 
than a matching blood type, but that is where the search starts. 
 
If you or anyone you know is interested in learning more about 
being a potential kidney donor, you call contact the UK  
Healthcare Transplant Center at 859-323-2467.  (Contact must 
be initiated by the potential donor.)
