Article V, Section 3.  Every Parish and Mission of the Diocese shall be entitled to representation by two or more Lay Delegates.  Representation shall be based upon average Sunday attendance (ASA) as reported in the most recent Parochial Report filed by the Parish or Mission, in accordance with the greatest number of delegates derived by application of the following formula:  ASA of 74 or fewer, two (2) delegates; ASA of 75 or more, three (3) Delegates; ASA of 125 or more, four (4) Delegates; and ASA of 200 or more, five (5) Delegates. No Parish or Mission shall have more than a total of five Lay Delegates.  Each regular Lay Delegate, elected and present at the Synod shall have one vote.  All Lay Delegates must be at least eighteen years of age and confirmed communicants in good standing, as defined in the canons of the Episcopal Church.  Lay Delegates shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of each Parish or Mission.  A sufficient number of Alternate Delegates shall be elected at that same meeting.  Vacancies in Delegate positions may be filled by the Vestry or Bishop’s Committee.  The Diocesan Office shall be notified immediately of the names and addresses of all Delegates and Alternates.
