Discussion Guide	

1. What is one thing from the message that God used to encourage, challenge, or grow you? 

2. When you hear the word “legacy,” what do you usually think of? Has your understanding of legacy 
changed as you’ve gotten older? If so, how? Share your story.  

3. Our culture often celebrates big moments and instant results. How does that way of thinking 
shape the pressure people feel to “matter” or “leave a mark”? How is a legacy of faith different 
from that mindset? Share your thoughts. 

4. Read Hebrews 11:1-3 together. What stands out to you about this passage? Is there anything 
encouraging to you? How might this passage become a transformative one for you?  

5. Thinking about the entire chapter of Hebrews 11, what do you notice about God’s activity in the 
lives of the people noted? How do the people respond? What impact does this have on you and 
your faith? 

6. We recognized 3 possible responses in the message today. Which seems the most challenging to 
you? Which seems the easiest to embrace? Why? Do you have a different response that God has 
put on your heart? If so, what is it? Share your thoughts. 

7. Hebrews 11 reminds us that faith is often lived out in community and impacts generations of 
people. Who has influenced your faith because they consistently showed up, not as perfect? What 
impact did they have? Share your thoughts. 

8. Who in your life might need you to show up consistently with faith? What is your best next step to 
show up for them this week? Share with the group so we can pray with you about it. 

9. Take a few minutes to SOAP through one of the passages referenced in the message today. These 
are found on the top of the notes page. You may want to include verses before/after the passage 
listed too. Share your insights with the group.
