How does the picture of adoption help us better 
understand our identity, worth, and relationship with God? 

7. What are some false identities people tend to build their worth on? Is there a false identity that 
you need to replace with what Jesus says is true about you? What is it? What does it practically 
look like to replace those identities with what Jesus says is true about us? 

8. If someone asked you this question this week, how would you respond? Who is one person who 
needs to know this truth this week? What is your best next step in helping them know it?
