Discussion Guide	

1. What is one thing from the message that God used to encourage, challenge, or grow you?

Is there anything overly 
encouraging to you? How might this familiar verse become a transformative verse for you? 

5. We recognized Jesus as “the gift that keeps on giving and the light that keeps on shining.” Based on 
Scripture and your own experience, what are some ways Jesus continues to give to you personally 
and shine bright in your life and the world today? 

6. How has receiving the gift of Jesus made a difference in your life? If you’re still exploring faith, 
what questions or hesitations do you have about receiving this gift? 

7. Why do you think it’s easy to forget that Jesus is such a great gift to us and that we need to share 
Him with others? What is your best next step to remember the greatness of the gift of Jesus and 
get prepared to share Him with others? Explain. 

8. Who in your life might need to receive the Gift that keeps giving and the Light that keeps shining? 
How can your dedication to following Jesus help shine HIS light on others where you live, learn, 
work, and play. Share with the group so we can pray with you about it. 

9. Take a few minutes to SOAP through one of the passages referenced in the message today. These 
are found on the top of the notes page.
