     We did it again! Our Sanctuary during this Sunday morningôs 
service was almost completely filled. We had 243 people in attend-
ance in the Sanctuary during the worship hour. That number does 
not include the nearly 30 children in childrenôs church, those serv-
ing on the security team, or those located in other areas of our 
church. We are busting at the seams, and that is such 
a great problem to have. These problems are actually opportuni-
ties that force you to innovate! 
      Well, innovations are definitely coming this January. First, we 

will initiate two worship services on January 2. Our Sunday morning schedule will 
include an early service beginning at 8:00AM, Sunday School/Bible Fellowship 
Groups beginning at 9:15AM, and a second service beginning at 10:30AM. The 
worship services will have only minor differences. The second service will be 
streamed live on YouTube and social media. Also, our Wednesday nights will 
change some in January. We are revamping our GenUP discipleship programming 
for children to meet the growing and future needs of our children and families. 
(Details from Neal located below.) It will include rotations of choir, group games, 
and missions study. In particular, childrenôs choir will now migrate to Wednesday 
nights and be included as part of a brand new schedule. Finally, our Sunday  
evening programming will change in combination with a new emphasis. Youth 
Choir and Adult Ensemble will continue to meet on then, but the adult Talk Back 
5:30PM meeting will be retooled with a new emphasis that is outreach focused. We 
will continue to make the Talk Back sheets available each week but will instead       
encourage groups to meet in their homes. These intentional, outreach oriented 
gatherings will center around Bible study and fellowship.  They will be coordinated, 
scheduled, and resourced by the church office, but will meet at different times and 
places throughout the week, including any group that would prefer to meet on  
Sunday evenings. More information coming soon! 

      Change is necessary simply because God keeps adding to our number new 
members and those returning to Sunday worship. These changes are necessary to 
enable future growth. And if God is going to bless in this way, then we are going to 
be prepared to be good stewards of that growth!
