a. What do Romans 8:29, 2 Cor. 4:4, and Col 1:15 say about who is the
model or prototype that we are to embrace and imitate? Why do you
think we are so dependent on Jesus for deep and genuine beauty?

b. Since we are transformed to the degree that we see, embrace, and trust
in Jesus, what could be some key steps that you could take to
increasingly see and embrace his glory?

c. What is some ugliness in your heart and life that you could focus on for
confession and repentance? Take time to do this and come to Jesus with
faith and confidence to possess and embrace Jesus as he opens his arms
to welcome you.
