June’s Song of the Month: Your Love Is Strong by Jon Foreman

I’ve wanted to introduce this song to our worship repertoire for a long time now and it 
has been one of my favorite songs for over a decade! Your Love Is Strong is a beautiful 
marriage of multiple scripture passages including the Lord’s Prayer (Matthew 6:9-13) in 
verse 1, The Parable of the Hidden Treasure (Matthew 13:44) in verse 3, Jesus’ preaching 
against anxiety during his sermon on the mount (Matthew 6:25-34) in verse 2, and finally 
the chorus which is based around Psalm 66:1-2! All of these passages lead us to one 
overarching theme: our God loves us!

As we sing this song together, reflect on the overwhelming love that God has for us and 
respond, not just with singing and praise, but with (as verse 3 puts it) our lives, “sell[ing] 
yourself to buy the one you’ve found”.
