Please watch video for today’s lesson. Below is a transcript of what is
covered so that you can follow along or review.

God’s unstoppable grace to grant true understanding of Christ’s

glory, causing a person to be spiritually born to newness of life.
Irresistible grace explains the truth that, when God wills that a person would come to
saving faith in Christ alone, the Holy Spirit works in the heart and mind of that person so
that they will come to faith in Christ no matter what. The bible teaches that the Holy
Spirit never fails in bringing to salvation those God calls to be his own.

“All that the Father gives Me will come to Me, and the one who comes to Me | will
certainly not cast out. For | have come down from heaven, not to do my own will, but
the will of Him who sent me. This is the will of Him who sent me, that of all that He has

given me I lose nothing, but raise it up on the last day.” John 6:37-39

“He saved us, not on the basis of deeds done in righteousness, but according to His
mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit.” Titus 3:5
Whoever truly believes the gospel has been granted faith, and this is the gracious work
of God alone.

Ephesians 2:1 says that man is “dead in his trespasses and sins.” This means that
before God saves a person, they are spiritually dead. To understand and respond to the
gospel, man must be brought to live spiritually, or regenerated. This can only come from
the work of God.

Psalm 115:3 declares, “our God is in the heavens; he does whatever He pleases.”

God’s grace in salvation is irresistible because when God sets out to fulfill His will, He
cannot and will not be stopped by anyone or anything.

Attached is a coloring page for younger
children to color. Please read the verse as they color and have them recite
the verse to the best of their ability.
