 The urgent seems to regularly crowd out the necessary!  In our faith walk as a 
church, there are always “urgent” matters around us.  However, it is a mistake to 
let those urgent things prevent our doing the essential things.  My heart has been a 
bit heavy for a while over our prayer life as a church body.  We tend to blame 
everything negative in any church right now as “Covid induced!”  Yet, more than 
ever, the church needs to be gathering to pray.   
 
We have two primary praying opportunities—NOON DAY from 12—1pm on 
Wednesdays, and then again on Wednesday evening at 6:30 pm.  Let me say that 
our participation in these two opportunities leaves much to be desired.  I do thank 
God for those faithful few who come to pray each week.  But let me say plainly 
that many more of our people should be present.  Really, unless you are serving in 
another area of the church on Wednesdays, you really ought to be in one of our 
two prayer gatherings.   
 
It used to be so!  Somehow, over time and before Covid, our church voted with 
their feet to not have prayer meeting!  It astonishes the Lord that we have such a 
history of the importance of prayer in the body life of the church and yet ignore 
doing it.  There are plenty of excuses.  I hear them every day.  They fall on deaf 
ears.  There simply is no excuse for not gathering to pray.  
 
No church will rise above its prayer life.  Search the scriptures.  God’s blessings 
fall on the praying church.  I’m urging you to come.  Actually, I’m pleading with 
you to come and pray.  I look forward to engaging with you in conversation in the 
weeks and months ahead about participation in corporate prayer.  
 
So, my prayer is that I will see you in one of two prayer meetings as we begin

Dear ABC family,  
 

You may have already noticed that we are going forward with plans to have a Fall 
Festival on Sunday, October 24. I hope that news comes to you as exciting rather 
than nerve-racking! Ongoing concerns about the pandemic put everyone on edge 
when anyone mentions an event or large gathering. Just as we have at each point in 
this pandemic, we will prioritize the good of our neighbors, community, and church 
family with our decisions, even as we seek to honor God in ongoing service and 
ministry. Fall Festival gives us an opportunity to minister to the community. 

Here’s how you can help! 
Pray. Continue to plead with God for an absolute end to the pandemic, not merely 
so that we can “get back to normal” (God has never seemed terribly concerned with 
our sense of what is normal anyway), but so that we can be freed to better do his will 
and serve those around us with gospel-saturated hearts. Pray for God to draw out 
people who need a chance to play together as a family and who are looking for a true 
spiritual home. Pray for the lost to be found, blind to see, and captives to be set free. 
Pray for good weather. Pray as often as you hear or think of the words fall, festival, 
pumpkin, trunk-r-treat, etc.  
Sign up to help. We are doing a trunk-r-treat style Fall Festival, so we need fami-
lies. Sunday school classes, and D-Groups to sign up at the Children’s desk on Main 
Street. Decorate your trunks, put together a game, gather up candy, and plan to have 
a great night together of fellowship and ministry! If you’re not able or interested in 
doing a trunk, then donate candy to those who are and ask how else you might serve. 
But please prioritize and plan your involvement.  
Invite people. We will advertise this event through the appropriate channels, but 
you all remain the best means of inviting the community to anything we do as a 
church. Your direct invitation to a coworker, neighbor, or friend has two advantages: 
1. it increases the chances people will even know about the event and 2. has the 
greatest likelihood of being received meaningfully. When we send out something 
through the school people may realize that ABC is doing something and wants peo-
ple to attend. But only an invitation from you lets people know that someone wants 
them there. Please start inviting people.  
 

The deciding factor in my family coming to Agricola was the people we met. 
There is no one else like you in God’s kingdom, and your best outreach tool contin-
ues to be allowing others to be around you and enjoy your company. Your love for 
Jesus will translate into love for neighbors every chance you give it.
