Matthew 4:19–20 - And he said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you fishers of 
men.” 20 Immediately they left their nets and followed him.

1. Someone who is _____________ Christ. That means they have made Jesus the 
Lord of their life. (Matt. 4:19; Luke 9:23; John 8:31) “Disciple” literally means 
“follower.” 
 

2. Some who is being ____________ by Christ. That they are becoming like Christ 
in attitudes, actions, thoughts, ethics, worship, relationships—in EVERY way. (John 
13:35; 15:8; Romans 8:29; Galatians 5:22) 
 

3. Someone who is committed to the ____________ of Christ to reach a lost and 
fallen world. (John 15:8; 2 Corinthians 5:19-20)
