1 Corinthians 12:4-28
Secondary Scripture
Ephesians 4:11-16
Dear parents,
Today’s lesson was called “I’m Gifted” and in this conversation, we talked about using our spiritual gifts to impact other people’s lives. We discussed the importance of partnering with Jesus and partnering with other Christ-followers. These partnerships help us see the ways we can use our spiritual gifts to serve others. We can see what Jesus is already doing in people’s lives. And our impact in this world is multiplied.
This week, think about what it might look to serve as a family, using your different gifts and talents together. Talk with your family members about specific ways to help a person, another family, a ministry, or an organization.

Here are some other questions to fuel the conversation with your teenager about our lesson:
· Describe a time you used a spiritual gift to help others—or you saw someone else do that. How did that honor Jesus?
· How has your faith in Jesus gotten stronger by seeing people use their spiritual gifts to serve others?
· How can you partner with other people this week to help and serve others?

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1Corinthians The Problem and The Gospel





SERMON REFLECTION & DISCUSSION – September 28, 2025
This week in our study on 1 Corinthians the sermon addresses the Corinthian church's misunderstanding of spiritual gifts, using the analogy of a tourist mistaking "Gjaldskylda" ("pay to park") for a town name. We, too, often miss the point of gifts like tongues and prophecy, which are meant to build up the church, not the individual.

The core of the message is found in 1 Corinthians 12, which uses the body as a metaphor for the church. Just as every part of the body is essential, every member of the church is indispensable, with no gift being more important than another.
This idea culminates in 1 Corinthians 13, the famous love chapter. The speaker argues that love is the "more excellent way" for using all our gifts. Without love—which is patient, kind, and does not boast—all spiritual gifts are meaningless. Ultimately, we are part of Christ's body and are called to use our gifts to build up others, as He has built us up through His death and resurrection.

Here are questions for reflection or discussion:
1. The sermon began with the "Gjaldskylda" analogy about misunderstanding a culture. What's an example of a biblical term or concept you think is often misunderstood in today's culture, and how might we clarify its true meaning?
2. Read 1 Corinthians 14:1-19. Paul said tongues build up the individual, while prophecy builds up the church. How do we make sure our spiritual gifts are used for others and not for ourselves? 
3. Read 1 Corinthians 12: 12-26.  Here compared the church to a body, with all parts being essential. How can we better show value for those in our church with less visible or "honorable" roles?
4. Paul highlights that without love, our gifts are meaningless. What is one practical step you can take this week to use your gifts in a more loving way?
