Priority One:

Priority Two:
rich differences in
Kingdom-minded laborers. (Romans 16:1-16)

e Make it your goal to generously praise & encourage those
who are exercising different gifts & talents than your own.

Priority Three:
God'’s followers about
Kingdom-minded faithfulness. (Romans 16:17-20)

e Make it your goal to faithfully, lovingly instruct those
who need practical guidance and direction in their walk.

Principle Four:
the blessings with
Kingdom-minded co-workers. (Romans 16:21-23)

e Make it your goal to graciously allow others to teach
you and share in your glory & accomplishments.
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
