FLORIDA BAPTIST DISASTER RELIEF | Through this
Cooperative Program Ministry of the Florida Baptist Convention,
volunteers are trained and remain on standby to offer help,
healing, and hope during times of disaster.

LAKE CARES FOOD PANTRY | In partnership with local
churches and community and service organizations, Lake Cares
collects and distributes food and resources to families in need.
