Suggested Questions for Doxa Church G2 Groups
1 Corinthians 11:17-34, “Properly Celebrating the Lord’s Supper,” June 14, 2026, Kevin Stuhlmann

*Main Point: Unity in the church and honor for Christ must dictate how we celebrate the Lord’s Supper.

1. Read 1 Corinthians 11:17-34. From verses 17-22, what are the details of what was going on at Corinth that
made Paul so upset?

2. What does Paul say are the results of all this? Why can he make such strong statements?

3. Verse 23-26 are familiar to us. As you read them again and consider Kevin’s comments in the sermon, are
there any new or enhanced insights about the Lord’s Supper or about Jesus’ work on the cross? Testify!!

4. Inverse 29, what does “anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body” mean?



5. How would you describe in your own words what it means to partake “in an unworthy manner” (v. 27)?

6. Why the emphasis on “judgment/judge” (five times in verses 29-34)? What does this tell us about God?

7. Does this passage change the way you approach the Lord’s Supper each week, and if so, how?

8. What practical steps might the Lord be calling you/us to take to repair, maintain, and promote loving unity in
the body?

9. What other comments, questions, or personal applications do you have from this passage?
