Personal Attributes & Qualifications 
- Possess a deep love for Jesus, His church, and a passion for a team approach in ministry  
- Personally maintain a growing devotional life of Word intake and prayer and lead his 

family in a growing pursuit of the centrality of Christ in the home. The ideal candidate 
would maintain regular, ongoing accountability relationships including, but not limited 
to, our elders. An attitude of joyful and mutual submission to the elders is required.  

- Meet the biblical qualifications of an elder/pastor as established in 1 Timothy 3:1-7, Titus 
1:6-9, and 1 Peter 5:1-5. The desire of the RBBC elders is the man in this position would 
have the character and spiritual maturity necessary to become an elder. He will be hired 
as a Minister (non-elder), and following a period of mentoring and demonstrating these 
biblical qualifications to the elders and the church body, he will join the elder team.   

- Set a relational tone of grace and humility in all interactions  
- Demonstrate a servant’s heart, a strong work ethic, and initiative in a variety of contexts 
- Before applying, he should be reformed theologically. He should agree with the Baptist 

Faith & Message 2000 and the RBBC Elders’ Clarifying Affirmations of the Baptist Faith & 
Message (available on our church website).  

- A degree from an accredited seminary or Christian college and/or proven experience is 
required.
