The bat-
tles you deem going to the mat for shapes your reputation and influences how others view 
your character. 
 I say all of this to bring us to this point: If we would stand for God and His truth 
like we stand for social or political issues, the church would be thriving and a positive in-
fluence in so many more people’s lives! We would not be seeing declining numbers in 
church membership and people would not be led astray by false teachings and false gods 
so easily! 
 My brothers and sisters, if the church is to be a dominate force in our world, it is 
up to us to be sure our light is shining brightly. Wearing the name of Christ comes with 
responsibility that we must take seriously. Jesus died for us, let us live for Him!
