According to the calendar today is the 230th day of the year leaving only 
135 days left in 2019.  Today is the 33rd Sunday on the 34th week.  We still have 
36 days of summer until Fall officially arrives.  All those numbers mean noth-
ing.  For children, teens, parents and teachers, this week is the beginning of the 
year:  The School Year.  It is a time of transition from one grade to another.  It is a 
time of tears as parents say goodbye to their child as they trot off to a new grade, a 
new school, and a new experience without them; undeniable evidence that their 
child is changing. 
  For the most part, I do not like change.  I do not like that this year I have a 
grandchild in college and two in high school.  The baby is no longer a baby.  I do 
not like many of the changes I am seeing in education, in attitudes of students and 
the disrespect of parents.  Yet change is inevitable.  If we are not changing we are 
stagnant or dead.  Many of the changes of growing older I could do without.  Pain 
means I am still alive. 
  Change is necessary to life.  Spiritual change is also necessary.  If we are 
not experiencing spiritual change we are not empowered by the Holy Spirit.  If we 
are not transitioning, we are not striving to be like Jesus and his word is not in 
us.  We cannot afford to stagnate in our spiritual growth anymore than we can 
stagnate in our physical growth. 
  11 We have much to say about this, but it is hard to make it clear to you 
because you no longer try to understand. 12 In fact, though by this time you 
ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you the elementary truths of 
God’s word all over again. You need milk, not solid food! - Hebrews 5:11-12 
17 Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is free-
dom. 18 And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are 
being transformed into his image with ever-increasing glory, which comes from 
the Lord, who is the Spirit.  II Corinthians 3:17-18
