Focusing Upon Mission
We have now started the adventure that 
is the Book of Acts. We are following 
God's unstoppable grace as it flows from 
Jerusalem to Judea and Samaria and to 
the ends of the earth.  When the ancients 
thought of the ends of the earth they may 
well have thought of India or the United 
Kingdom.  Little did they know that we 
would be sitting here in Pakuranga 
Baptist as a result.

This month we have two opportunities to 
connect with God's unstoppable grace:

The first is our Missions Fundraising 
Dinner on Saturday, 16 May 2026.  Our 
goal this year is to provide musical 
instruments and other equipment for our 
Baptist mission partners Mission Link 
Ministries Kenya so they can hold more 
outdoor evangelistic rallies. 

Bishop Corbitt says that many people 
come to faith as a result of these 
outreaches, but it is hard for poorer 
churches to afford the high cost of hiring 
the equipment and so this limits the 
number of outreaches they can do. Our 
donations through the Silent Auction will 
enable them to hold more outreaches and 
to see yet more people come to faith.

Life Than This?  This is an enjoyable way 
to understand some of the foundational 
Christian beliefs and get to know new 
people over food and discussion - it is 
also a very helpful way to introduce 
people to Jesus.
