The Easter Story Continues
The momentous events of Easter do not 
end on Easter Sunday.  Jesus' Easter 
Sunday resurrection appearances are just 
one of a chain of important events.  
Consider:
1. On the eighth Day after the 

Resurrection Jesus appears again to 
the entire group, including Thomas, 
John 20.

2. After His appearance to Thomas, 
Jesus meets seven of His apostles 
and some disciples by the Sea of 
Galilee, John 21.

3. At an uncertain period after appearing 
to the Seven in Galilee:

- Jesus appears to more than 500 people, 
1 Cor 15:6

- Is seen by James and then all of the 
apostles, 1 Cor 15:7.

- Meets with the eleven disciples and 
speaks about “The Great Commission,” 
Matt 28:16-20.

- Tells the apostles and disciples again to   
 wait in Jerusalem for the Promise of the  
 Father (the Holy Spirit) to come, Acts 
1:4-5.

4. Forty Days after the Resurrection 
Jesus leads the apostles to the Mount 
of Olives, blesses them and disappears 
into heaven, Luke 24:50.

5. Fifty Days after Passover on the Day of 
Pentecost the Holy Spirit is poured out 
upon Jesus' apprentices and they 
speak in languages they do not know, 
Acts 2.  Peter speaks boldly about 
Jesus and 3,000 people believe and 
are saved, Acts 2:14-40. The disciples 
preach everywhere, and confirm the 
word with signs following, Mark 16:20. 
The followers of Jesus are continually 
in the temple, praising and blessing 
God, Luke 24:53.
