Who’s the Greatest?

     Human societies have always held a particular understanding of greatness. In almost every culture throughout history, greatness has been measured by power, authority, wealth, or influence. The people who rise to the top command others, exercise control, and secure positions of honor. From ancient kings and emperors to modern celebrities and political leaders, greatness usually means being served rather than serving. It’s interesting, then, that as Jesus and His disciples travel toward Jerusalem in Mark 10, two of His disciples—James and John—begin thinking about positions of honor in His coming kingdom. They ask Jesus if they can sit at His right and left when He comes into His glory. In other words, they are asking for the highest seats of authority. But Jesus responds in a way that turns their expectations upside down.

     He explains that the rulers of the world “lord it over” people and exercise authority over them. That’s the way human systems operate. But Jesus tells His disciples that His kingdom works differently: “Whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant, and whoever wants to be first must be slave of all” (Mark 10:43–44). Then Jesus gives the ultimate example—Himself. “For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”

In God’s kingdom, greatness is not measured by status or control. It is measured by sacrifice, humility, and service. As we go about our week, let’s remember that following Jesus means adopting His pattern of life. True greatness is not found in being served—but in serving others.
