Collected shoes
not only help support Life Decisions mentoring, but they
will also be reused and given a second life by those in need
through creating microenterprise in developing countries.

Turning Donated Shoes into Sustainable Income

A green job helps preserve or restore the environment —
and that’s precisely what micro-entrepreneurs get through
Funds20rgs shoe drive fundraisers. When organizations
collect gently worn, used, and new shoes, they are sent to
developing countries. In turn, local micro-entrepreneurs
resell the footwear, which creates sustainable income and
opportunities to reduce poverty.
