AS WE GATHER 
Today we hear of God calling otherwise ordinary fishermen Andrew and his 
brother Simon Peter. They were called by God through John the Baptist to 
follow the Messiah, the Christ, Jesus of Nazareth. Saul of Tarsus was “called 
by the will of God to be an apostle of Christ Jesus,” and Saul, now named 
Paul, reminds the church at Corinth and us that we are “called to be saints” 
(1 Corinthians 1:1–2). This calling comes to us from outside of ourselves, 
from the living God. It is the call of salvation, the divine call that transforms 
us from sinners into saints. Therefore, this calling depends not on anything 
within us but solely and totally on the grace and mercy and love of God.
