 Gillette, BIC, and Schick are the most popular brands of razors to-

day.  Over the years these disposable razors have acquired more and 

more blades.  And they all claim the smoothest, best shave!  However, 

very little research has been done on which aspects of a razor provide 

the best shave.  So itõs easy for companies to advertise òthe more 

blades, the better,ó which really translates to, òthe more expensive, the 

better.ó   

 What you probably did not know is that more blades donõt really 

lead to a smoother shave.  HowStuffWorks.com did an experiment test-

ing different blade designs.  Although they found that more blades did 

offer a slightly closer shave, they discovered that technique was more 

important that the number of blades on the razor.  The reason why?  

òShavingéis less like mowing the lawn and more like bushwhacking in 

the jungle.ó  Even barbers still use one blade razors because it caters to 

the bumps, curves, and different directions of a manõs wiry facial hair.   

 So itõs all a grand marketing scheme allowing razor companies to 

sell more expensive products with very little improvement for the con-

sumer.  As their product progresses, nothing really changes.  

2 Corinthians 3:18 says, òBut we all, with unveiled face, beholding as 

in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same 

image from glory to glory.ó  In Christ we are transformed, becoming 

more and more like Him as we read His Word, pray, and obey.  Unfortu-

nately, many people get caught up in novelty and the latest Christian 

fads rather than a real, raw, relationship with Christ.  Some Christians 

even believe that faith is about doing good deeds so that they can earn 

their way to Heaven.  They think that consistent church attendance 

means theyõre extra holy, or that the more they give to the offering, the 

more God loves them.  But these things are like the unnecessary blades 

on Gillette razors.  

 What really shows progress in a growing relationship with Christ 

are the fruits of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, good-

ness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self -control.  1 Timothy says, òBe 

diligent in these matters; give yourself wholly to them, so that everyone 

may see your progress.ó  So I encourage you to stick to the basics of 

your faith ð reading Godõs Word, prayer, and obedient living.  These 

things will give you the best results.

Saint Patrick 

Many of us have worn green on St. Patrickôs Day but 
most of us have never heard the story of St. Patrick. 
 
Patrick was a 5th-century Romano-British Christian mis-
sionary and bishop in Ireland. Much of what is known 
about Saint Patrick comes from the Declaration, which 
was allegedly written by Patrick himself. It is believed that 
he was born in Roman Britain in the fourth century, into a 
wealthy Romano-British family. His father was 
a deacon and his grandfather was a priest in the Chris-
tian church.  
 
According to the Declaration, at the age of sixteen, he 
was kidnapped by Irish raiders and taken as a slave 
to Gaelic Ireland.  It says that he spent six years there 
working as a shepherd and that during this time he "found 
God". The Declaration says that God told Patrick to flee 
to the coast, where a ship would be waiting to take him 
home. After making his way home, Patrick went on to be-
come a priest. 
 
According to tradition, Patrick returned to Ireland to con-
vert the pagan Irish to Christianity. The Declaration says 
that he spent many years evangelizing in the northern 
half of Ireland and converted "thousands".  

Tradition holds that he died on 17 March and was buried 
at Downpatrick. Over the following centuries, many leg-
ends grew up around Patrick and he became Ireland's 
foremost saint. 

Saint Patrick's Day was made an official Christian feast 
day in the early 17th century and is observed by 
the Catholic Church, the Anglican Communion (especially 
the Church of Ireland

[4]
), the Eastern Orthodox Church, 

and the Lutheran Church. The day commemorates Saint 
Patrick and the arrival of Christianity in Ireland.
