Hebrews 1:1-5 (BSB) 1On many past occasions and in many different ways, God spoke to our fathers through the prophets. 2But in these last days He has spoken to us by His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, and through whom He made the universe. 3The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His nature, upholding all things by His powerful word. After He had provided purification for sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high. 4So He became as far superior to the angels as the name He has inherited is excellent beyond theirs. 5For to which of the angels did God ever say: “You are My Son; today I have become Your Father”? Or again: “I will be His Father, and He will be My Son”?   Hebrews 1:8-9 8But about the Son He says: “Your throne, O God, endures forever and ever, and justice is the scepter of Your kingdom. 9You have loved righteousness and hated wickedness; therefore God, Your God, has anointed You above Your companions with the oil of joy.”											                   Opening: The bible reveals that God has always had a Son and that Son has been revealed to us in the person of Jesus. Who and what Jesus is has been clearly explained in the text of the Bible. To read about Him allows us to grow in knowledge of Him but it has always been God’s desire that we come to know Jesus and majesty of God in Him. As we understand our Marvelous God let us understand God the Son. 
1. Christians are Monotheistic, we believe in One God
a. Genesis 1:26 Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.
b. John 8:51-59 51Truly, truly I say to you, if anyone follows My word, he will never see death.” 52The Jews said to Him, “Now we know that You have a demon. Abraham died, and the prophets as well; and yet You say, ‘If anyone follows My word, he will never taste of death.’ 53You are not greater than our father Abraham, who died, are You? The prophets died too. Whom do You make Yourself out to be?” 54Jesus answered, “If I glorify Myself, My glory is nothing; it is My Father who glorifies Me, of whom you say, ‘He is our God’; 55and you have not come to know Him, but I know Him. And if I say that I do not know Him, I will be a liar like you; but I do know Him, and I follow His word. 56Your father Abraham was overjoyed that he would see My day, and he saw it and rejoiced.” 57So the Jews said to Him, “You are not yet fifty years old, and You have seen Abraham?” 58Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly I say to you, before Abraham was born, I am.” 59Therefore they picked up stones to throw at Him, but Jesus hid Himself and left the temple grounds.
c. The bible speaks of God as having a plural form and yet in Exodus 6:4 the Bible declares “Hear oh Israel, the Lord our God the Lord is one.” In John 8:58 Jesus tells the Pharisees that He is the “I AM” which was a unique name God spoke to Moses when He sent Him to Pharoah in Egypt. 
d. God’s 3-part yet perfect unity is something of a mystery to fully understand this side of eternity. What we do know is that it is a doctrine in scripture that God has 3 different, unique, and separate yet unified persons who are the same and different, who are altogether one. 
e. God is a 3- part being, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Jesus being the Son doesn’t mean that He came into existence but only that as the Son of Man He was physically born into this existence. Jesus existed before He existed otherwise, he could not have been the “I AM”. 
i. Exodus 24 9-11 9Then Moses went up with Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel, 10and they saw the God of Israel; and under His feet there appeared to be a pavement of sapphire, as clear as the sky itself. 11Yet He did not reach out with His hand against the nobles of the sons of Israel; and they saw God, and they ate and drank.
ii. The bible tells us no one may see God and live, Jesus tells us that no one has seen the Father except the Son. So if these words are true then what did the elders see? They saw a Theophany, a pre-incarnate Jesus Christ before He was born of the virgin Mary. The Bible makes it clear they saw God but they did not die. 
2. Who is Jesus? 
a. He is the word of God made flesh. John 1:14 
b. He is the one who upholds and sustains all of creation. Hebrews 1:3 
c. He is the judge of all creation. John 5:22
i. The one who paid the sacrifice for sins will judge all righteously.  
d. He is King of all creation. Isaiah 9:6-7 The Kingdom rests on the shoulders of Jesus
e. He is the Infinite God revealed in finite form for our benefit. Colossians 2:9-10  




i. Colossians 2:9 9For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity dwells in bodily form. 10And you have been made complete in Christ, who is the head over every ruler and authority.
f. Christ is head over the Church Ephesians 1:22 
g. He is the Bridegroom Revelation 19:7 
h. He is the reward for every believer who overcomes Revelation 22:12 
3. Jesus is more than the Body He took for our Redemption
a. Jesus took a body so that He might fulfill the mission of salvation
i. Hebrews 10:5 Consequently, when Christ came into the world, he said, “Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired, but a body have you prepared for me;
ii. The Body was for a mission, today Jesus is in a glorified state as He was before He took on His earthly body.
iii. The Body was so that a sacrifice could be given to pay for all sins for all time for anyone who would repent and believe in Him for salvation. 
iv. We have the invisible  God that no one on earth can see, so God sent His Son into the world so we could see who God is, understand his heart and receive His will for our lives. 
b. Consider that Jesus lowered himself to finite human limitations while on earth. Remember the scriptures tell us the truth that it is Christ who upholds and sustains the entire creation.
i. Each of us should take time to mediate on this truth to appreciate who Jesus is. 
ii. He made the roses, the fish, the air we breathe. He is the maker of every sunset and every new life that enters the world. 
iii. We can appreciate Jesus’ work for us the more that we appreciate His creation. Everything was not only created by Him, but for Him and is sustained and held together by Him. Without Jesus everything would fall apart. 
1. Colossians 1:15-19 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. For by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things were created through him and for him. And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together. 18And He is the head of the body, the church; He is the beginning and firstborn from among the dead, so that in all things He may have preeminence. 19For God was pleased to have all His fullness dwell in Him,
a. Jesus is the creator of the angels, the earth, the stars, every law of physics, every spectrum of color, every atom in the known  universe. All mysteries that man cannot fathom were created by Him. Nothing has come into existence that Jesus did not create, and nothing has come into existence that was not for Him. 
4. Your life is in Jesus, the word of God
a. Christ is the 2nd Adam born perfect to restore the  creation back to God’s perfect order. Even when God created the whole of everything, He already knew that it would need to be restored. 
b. Jesus is your life and life is found in Him. John 14:6-7 Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you had known me, you would have known my Father also. From now on you do know him and have seen him.”
i. There is no salvation or eternal life separate from Jesus ever. 
c. 1st John 5:11-12 And this is the testimony, that God gave us eternal life, and this life is in his Son. Whoever has the Son has life; whoever does not have the Son of God does not have life.
i. We must know Jesus to have eternal life. We cannot have eternal life unless we come to know Him. 
ii. How do we have Jesus alive in us? 
iii. 1st John 2:24 Let what you heard from the beginning abide in you. If what you heard from the beginning abides in you, then you too will abide in the Son and in the Father.
d. Jesus praying in the garden before His crucifixion summarizes His purpose John 17:2-3 since you have given him authority over all flesh, to give eternal life to all whom you have given him. And this is eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have sent.
e. Jesus words bring life when we hear them! John 8:30-32 As he was speaking these things, many believed in him. So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed him, “If you abide in my word, you are truly my disciples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”
i. When we hear Him speak, we believe and have faith and abide in Him. This is who and what Jesus is, the word of God alive and carrying out the will of the Father in perfect harmony.
