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    So, itõs time again for New Yearõs res-

olutions. Most people these days seem 

to think these are not really òa thing ò 

anymore, but I disagree. I do think it is 

true we no longer discuss these things 

with others. We make little mental 

notes of things we would like to change. 

Lose five or ten pounds, take better care 

of ourselves, eat better, save money, and 

things like this are kept on the back 

burner of our consciousness.  

 

    The problem with this is we only fo-

cus on the action and not the driving 

factor. See the human body can do noth-

ing without a driving thought. When you 

are hungry your brain tells your body to 

go to the fridge. Sometimes this even 

happens subconsciously and we end up 

standing in the fridge wondering how we 

got there! Even this begins with a 

thought. If we are only focused on the 

actions and not the thoughts we usually 

are unable to change. God the Creator 

made the blueprint for mankind and 

shares it through His Word in 2 Corin-

thians: 

 

òFor though we walk in the flesh, we are not 

waging war according to the flesh. For the 

weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh 

but have divine power to destroy strong-

holds. We destroy arguments and every lofty 

opinion raised against the knowledge of 

God, and take every thought captive to obey 

Christ, being ready to punish every disobedi-

ence, when your obedience is complete.ó - 2 

Corinthians 10:3-6 ESV 

    Many times we read the first part of this 

and discuss the fact we are not fighting 

with each other but instead it is a spiritual 

battle we fight. Which is true. We are not 

to fight with people but the enemy that 

influences them. But this is also true of self. 

You see, in order to change the òfleshó or 

actions we do, it starts with our thinking. 

Strongholds in our thoughts keeps us from 

believing a truth. We have a lie about 

something the enemy has given us and be-

lieve it as truth. This verse continues on 

teaching us that if we take captive our 

thoughts and make them òobey Christó, or 

in other words replace a lie with His truth 

then we can change. We donõt need to 

fight the action but the thought behind it!  

 

    Of course this goes much deeper and is 

much larger than just New Yearõs resolu-

tions, but the concept remains the same 

even in this context. One example may be 

to take better care of yourself. Realize how 

loved you are and how, to God, you are a 

treasure, holy nation, royal priesthood. 

Believe He feels that way about you and 

begin to take care of yourself the way He 

takes care of you. Start with your thinking 

when it is time to change and believe the 

things God tells you!

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See, I have given Jericho into your hand, with its king and mighty men of valor.  You shall 

march around the city, all the men of war going around the city once....On the seventh day you 

shall march around the city seven times, and the priests shall blow the  trumpets...When you 

hear the sound of the trumpet, then all the people shall shout with a great shout, and the wall of the city 

will fall down flat.  (Joshua 6:2ï5) 

άBut the people of Israel broke faith...ò (Joshua 7:1).   

Those are the first words of the first chapter after the fall of Jericho. 

God had just knocked down the city walls to give them the victory. And before the dust settled, they had given up on 

him. They had lost faith. They had watched a fortress fall, an army quiver, and a kingdom crumble. God gave them the 

triumph, literally almost without a fight. They barely had to lift a finger; they simply raised their voices. 

And then they rejected Godôs voice. Having watched him conquer their fears, they did the one thing he told them not to 

do. Godôs messenger said, ñKeep yourselves from the things devoted to destructionò (Joshua 6:18). Do not horde or 

indulge in the idols of Jericho, but destroy them so that they do not steal your heart away from God. 

ñBut the people of Israel broke faith in regard to the devoted things.ò 

If youôve walked with Jesus for long, youôve likely felt what some of them were feeling: a hope in Godôs promises mixed 

with rising impatience about his timing; an awareness of Godôs bigness and wisdom, but a lingering suspicion that you 

know better than him; a genuine faith that he would come through in the end, but with persistent questions about how 

he would do it. 

On the seventh day, just as he said he would, God turned their waiting into prevailing. They marched around the same 

walls seven times that day. And just as they were told, ñthe people shouted, and the  trumpets were blown...and the wall 

fell down flat, so that the people went up into the city...and they captured the cityò (Joshua 6:20). 

It happened exactly like God said it would, and yet it must have surprised many of them. This generation had not seen 

the plagues in Egypt, or watched Moses split the Red Sea, or witnessed God wipe out Pharaohôs army. They had 
walked across the Jordan on dry ground, and they had won battles of their own, but not like this. They had not watched 

fortified walls fall at the sound of their voice. God tore down the defenses, overwhelmed their enemies, and gave them 

the city. 

What walls do you want to see come down?  It might be a difficult or broken relationship with a family member or friend. 

It might be your battle against a sin. It might be massive barriers in your work. 

You have walked and waited and prayed, and yet the walls before you stand tall and strong above you, tempting you to 

feel small and forgotten.   

Your battle has been won. Your God will never leave you. One day, he will give you everything ð and everything will 

pale compared to having him. And every wall you ever faced will seem small.
