Advance Preparation
· Rent or purchase the movie Rogue One (Rated PG-13) 

· Like most films, this movie includes some inappropriate language and some offensive themes.  (You might consider buying a service like clearplay.com that edits out language and offensive scenes.)  

· Pop some popcorn and have the discussion guide on the reverse side ready.   

Set It Up

Be up front with your teen, explaining that you want to watch the film to discuss its themes from a Christian perspective.  Don’t use this as an occasion to teach, but to enjoy some good dialogue.  You probably won’t agree on everything, which is fine.  Just discussing the themes can strengthen your relationship and stretch critical thinking skills.

Film Synopsis
Former scientist Galen Erso lives on a farm with his wife and young daughter, Jyn. His peaceful existence comes crashing down when the evil Orson Krennic takes him away from his beloved family. Many years later, Galen becomes the Empire's lead engineer for the most powerful weapon in the galaxy, the Death Star. Knowing that her father holds the key to its destruction, Jyn joins forces with a spy and other resistance fighters to steal the space station's plans for the Rebel Alliance.
DISCUSS:  

1. QUESTION:  What is the force? How does the force compare and contrast with the Holy Spirit? Does seeing the force in this movie make you understand the Holy Spirit more? 
Think about it:  Read John 14:16-17. The Holy Spirit is always there.  Some people are better at listening to Him and trusting Him than others. He reveals the Father’s heart to us. 

2. QUESTION:  Tell me about Chirrut Imwe. Even though he was physically blind, what was he capable of? Why was he able to do what he did? (Because he had such a strong relationship with the force and he believed it helped him). If we have a relationship like that with Holy Spirit what could be possible? Do you have the faith to believe in the Holy Spirit no matter what? Do you believe that through Christ you can do anything in His will? Have there ever been times when you felt like God was doing something but it didn’t work out the way you thought it would? 
Think about it: Read Proverbs 3:5-6. Just like how we don’t control God and the Holy Spirit, Chirrut Imwe didn’t control the force. He sometimes miscalculated, just as we sometimes miscalculate God’s will. But ultimately the Holy Spirit shows us the will of God. 
3. QUESTION:  What does the quote, “There’s more than one sort of prison, captain. I’m starting to think you carry yours wherever you go.”, mean? What are some other kinds of prisons people might be in?
Think about it: Read Romans 7:21-25. It’s easy to fall into these prisons when we live for ourselves and not God. Even though you may be imprisoned to things, you are free if you’re in Christ; free to hope in and to trust Him wholly.  Paul talks about the mystery of learning to be content in all things. The Holy Spirit also helps us to be content in all things. Finish by reading Philippians 4:12-13.
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
